Rhetorical Analysis of Publication VEnues
Purpose:  
To provide experience assessing audience and editorial preferences of publications where you might send your work.
Description of the assignment:
With your group, identify publications suitable for one piece written by each group member.   
You presentation should include:

-  analysis of the editors description of essays accepted in the journal/magazine.  

- description of several representative essays published in your venue; you should take into consideration: subject matter, voice, depth of discussion, form, artistry,  and length.  The discussion of subject matter should include consideration of authors' perspectives (politics) as well as assessment of the material at hand.  Form should explore the journal's preferences in terms of modes of writing, segmented forms, experimental writing and/or other features
-  a characterization of the "niche" your publication fits in terms of audience and purpose 

Each group member should create a handout for their chosen publication.  The handout should provide information with respect to features listed above, as well as information about reading dates, manuscript requirements, number of essays accepted, and pay.
Each group will give a presentation and lead a discussion of the rhetorical features of its publications.
